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Following are the significant changes made to BYU program requirements or content that were effective for the Fall 2017 semester:
· SCED 353 (Multicultural class) was changed from 2 to 3 credit hours 
· A self-guided field component was added to every Special Education program
· IP&T course work for some students went from taking 1 credit to taking 3 credits.  The focus moved more to what is relevant for students as they enter the classroom  
· Physical Education Teacher Education added an Essentials of Human Nutrition class.  They also added an Educating Students with Disabilities in Secondary Classrooms and added the Multicultural Education for Secondary Education (SCED 353) class.  Scientific Bases of Sport: Kinesiology was discontinued as well as Human Anatomy
· Math Education made some program changes.  MthEd 301 is required rather than 201.  MthEd 301 has a prerequisite of Stat 121, so both Stat 121 and 301 are being added.  Math 290 and 362 are being removed, so there will be no total credit hour change.  Proposed a new introductory course with .5 credit hours.  The proposal is to divide the current MthEd 277 into 277 and 278.  277 will have more algebra, 278 will have more geometry.  Pedagogy will be spread over both.  The department will remove discrete math as a program requirement, and will add MthEd 278.
